

Presentation and Exercise.�


Open new document 12cm by 12cm, set the resolution to 100 dpi.


Open 3 pics, add 2 selections to your new image document using the rectangular marquee tool (remember to click the move tool when you want to drag it to your new doc).


From the layer menu choose ‘add layer mask, “reveal all” select a gradient, and use the curser to add the gradient mask.


Add the third selection and move the new layer to the back, (use the layers panel for this)


Choose the eraser tool and set your opacity to 100%, choose a brush, wipe out some of the top layers to reveal the bottom layer.


Select the text tool, choose your font and add text, use blending options (right click on the layer).


Save as a psd and jpg. Remember to use the history panel to undo anything you don’t like.

Internet Options can be found in the ‘control panel’ (off the start menu) or by clicking ‘tools/internet options’ from your browser menu.�


 This is where you set your homepage, delete temporary internet files and ‘cookies’, set up internet accounts and connections and set your browser properties and security rating.





We will also look at favourites, which are accessed from your  browser menu, and added to by right clicking the page you want to add to your favourites list, choosing ‘add to favourites, designating where to save it and clicking ‘ok’
